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Prepared foods: Products that were prepared hot
but have been cooled to 41°F or below or frozen for
safe distribution. Deli prepared foods are

o The 2023 Food Donation Improvement Act expands these protections.

e The California Good Samaritan Food Donation Act.

e The California Health and Safety Code, Section 114433.
e The California Food and Agricultural Code, section 58505.
